Everyone can use the scenario cards to role play crossing the road in scenario images 
below. With adult support to cross the road or wait depending on whether it is safe or 
not, using their finger or a toy to act as the person. 
 
Most can use the Safe and Unsafe cards to identify which of the scenarios is safe to cross 
and which ones are unsafe.

Lesson 2: Which type of transport to use 
 
Introduction: This lesson will look at some different types of transport and where you 
might use each of them. 
 
Equipment:  

¶ scissors 
 
Instructions: 
 

Everyone can match symbols onto the same symbols, placed on the images by a 
supporting adult. This will help them students to identify different types of transport and 
begin to understand that different types of transport can be used in different places. 
 
Most can identify which types of transport they might use in each of the images. For 
example, they might choose a bike, run and walk for the playground. 
 
Some can discuss why they would choose a specific type of transport for a given image.

Introduction: This lesson will look at how to travel safely on the bus.

Instructions: 
 
Everyone can match the symbol sentences to sequence the steps of using bus safely, with 
adult support where needed. 
 
Most can sequence the symbols sentences against the step numbers, after reading 
through them in order with an adult.  
 
Some can write out the steps they would take to the bus safely, and may be able to
